Read Galatians 2:20 out loud. What key words stand out to you?

Andy and Crawford talked about how our faith is something to be lived out corporately more so than

individually. Would you say your faith is more of a personal journey, or do you see yourself as part of a
journey alongside others? Explain.

. Who is really the “lord” of your life? In other words, what or whom is most important? What would those

closest to you say? Work? Kids? Significant other? Jesus? Money? Politics?
